Bake Sale

Employees donate homemade items to be sold to fellow employees with the proceeds going to the campaign.

Build Your Own Sundae

Create a sundae bar with an assortment of ice creams and a wide variety of toppings. This can also serve as a thank you event.

Muffin Mondays

Bake or purchase muffins to sell to employees as they arrive on Monday mornings. Add all of your earnings to the campaign total.



Snack Shoppe

Set up an area where employees can purchase soft drinks, candy bars, chips, peanuts, etc. and add all of your earnings to your campaign total.

Hot Dog Sales

Sell hot dogs, chips, and a soft drink or water in front of the business to customers and employees.

Plate Lunch Sales

Have employees cook and sell plate lunches for $5. All proceeds go to the campaign.
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Pie Your Boss
Each supervisor or department head has a bucket with their name on it. Employees donate into the bucket of the supervisor they’d like to see get pied in the face. The individuals with the most money in their bucket gets a pie to the face.

Balloon Pop!

Put the name of a donated prize in each balloon. Allow employees to purchase a balloon and pop it to reveal their prize.

Putt-Putt Tournament

Set up a miniature golf course throughout the office. Have departments design each hole, using United Way information and materials. Give prizes to top finishers.
